I would like to thank the reviewers for their constructive feedback on my article. I have attempted to address the issues raised in these reviews in the following ways.

1)Reduce first part of the article that discusses political situation in Ireland.
I have shortened the section on conflict transformation in Northern Ireland (page 5). 
2) Provide more accurate information about tweets, retweets.
I have added text and pie charts to show type of tweets (original, retweet, @reply) and the geotagged locations in the corpus

3)  Provide more information about the users (including categorization of users)
I have provided text and pie charts to show categories of users in entire corpus, the 50 most frequent tweeters, and the authors of the most retweeted content in the hashtag.  

4) Clarify role of other media and politicians
I have added more detail about the role of professional journalists in the section detailing the sample characteristics. More explicit references have been made to the tweets of politicians in the results section. 
5) Clarify whether tweets had impact upon demonstrations
I have added text in the section on geotagged tweets to reflect more upon this. It has also been mentioned in the revised conclusion.
6) Reduce summary of facts relating to Ardoyne parade in 2013 and 2014
I have removed several sentences from this section as per this feedback.

I hope that this letter and the changes mentioned above address the issues raised in the three reviews of the paper. I would like to express my gratitude to each of the reviewers for their assistance and look forward to hearing from you in due course.
